Procedure for women who wish to seek 
WEAVE’s Domestic Violence Counseling:

· Must attend one Orientation Session. 

· If in imminent danger, inform a counselor at Orientation Session.

· Keep track of date of attendance at Orientation Session.

· At the end of Orientation Session fill out an application for services.

· C.P.S. referrals: please call 319-4971 for information on appropriate services after Orientation Session.

Procedure for men who wish to seek WEAVE’s Domestic Violence Counseling:

Teen Dating Violence Services:
· Teens experiencing dating violence or sexual assault can call our crisis line to speak to a peer counselor

How to Access WEAVE Services (Continued)
Children’s Program Services:

· Individual and group counseling for children 4 - 17 years old.

· Counseling groups for students in various elementary and middle schools.

· To receive services, the parent applying for children’s counseling must have full legal custody or written consent from the other parent.

Procedure:
· Mother must attend one Orientation Session. Fathers can call (916) 319-4956. 
· Parent turns in completed application after Orientation Session.
· After verification of attending one Orientation Session, a counselor will call to set an intake appointment when space is available.

· If parent is already a client, she or he may ask a counselor for an application.
